Computers

Generally, any device that can perform numerical calculations, even an adding ma-
chine, may be called a computer but nowadays this term is used especially for digital computers.
Computers that once weighed 30 tons now may weigh as little as 1.8 kilograms. Microchips and
microprocessors have considerably reduced the cost of the electronic components required in a
computer. Computers come in many sizes and shapes such as special-purpose, laptop, desktop,
minicomputers, supercomputers.

Special-purpose computers can perform specific tasks and their operations are limited
to the programmes built into their microchips. There computers are the basis for electronic calcu-
lators and can be found in thousands of electronic products, including digital watches and auto-
mobiles. Basically, these computers do the ordinary arithmetic operations such as addition, sub-
traction, multiplication and division.

General-purpose computers are much more powerful because they can accept new sets

of instructions. The smallest fully functional computers are called laptop computers. Most of the
general-purpose computers known as personal or desktop computers can perform almost 5 mil-
lion operations per second.
Today's personal computers are know to be used for different purposes: for testing new theories
or models that cannot be examined with experiments, as valuable educational tools due to vari-
ous encyclopedias, dictionaries, educational programmes, in book-keeping, accounting and man-
agement. Proper application of computing equipment in different industries is likely to result in
proper management, effective distribution of materials and resources, more efficient production
and trade.

Is your home computer a target?

Is your home computer a popular target for computer robbers? Why? It is so, because in-
truders want what you've stored there. They look for the numbers of your credit cards, bank ac-
count information, and anything else they can find. By stealing that information, all thefts can
use your money buying themselves goods and services.

But they need not only the money-related information. These thefts also want your com-
puter; it means your hard disk space, your fast processor, and your Internet connection. They use
resources to attack other computers on the Internet. In fact, the more computers an intruder uses,
the harder it is for law enforcement to find out where the attack is really coming from. If they
can't be found, they can't be stopped, and they can't be prosecuted and imprisoned.

Why do criminals pay attention to home computers? Home computers are typically not very
secure and are easy to break into. When combined with high-speed Internet connections that are
always turned on, they can quickly find and then attack home computers. While thefts also attack
home computers connected to the Internet through dial-in connections, high-speed connections
(cable modems and DSL modems) are a favorite target.

Computer data storage, computer memory, and often casually storage or memory refer to com-
puter components, devices and recording media that retain digital data used for computing for some
interval of time.

It is one of the fundamental components of all modern computers, and
coupled with a central processing unit (CPU, a processor), implements the computer model used since
the 1940s.

In contemporary usage, memory usually refers to a form of semiconductor storage known as ran-
dom access memory (RAM) and sometimes other forms of fast but temporary storage. Similarly, stor-
age today more commonly refers to mass storage optical discs, forms of magnetic storage like hard
disks, and other types slower than RAM, but of a more permanent nature. Historically, memory and
storage were respectively called primary storage and secondary storage.

The contemporary distinctions are helpful, because they are also fundamental to the architecture
of computers in general. As well, they reflect an important and significant technical difference between

memory and mass storage devices, which has been blurred by the historical usage of the term storage.
