The Olympics The Olympics have a very
long history. They began in 776 B.C. (go
Haluein apbl) and took place every four years
for nearly 1200 years at Olympia, in Greece.

They included many kinds of sports:
running, boxing, wrestling, the pentathlon

The International Olympic Committee at
Lausanne, in Switzerland, decides where
each Olympics will take place. They ask a
city (not a country) to be host — one city for
the Winter Olympics and one for the
Summer Olympic Games. Nearly 150
countries are represented in the International
Olympic Committee. After the Second
World War the modern Olympic Games
were resumed in London in 1948. They were
the XIV Olympic Games.
