What is a computer?

The term computer is used to describe a device made up of a combination of electronic and
electromechanical (part electronic and part mechanical) components. Computer has no intelli-
gence by itself and is referred to as hardware. A computer system is a combination of five
elements:

Hardware, Software, People, Procedures, Data information

When one computer system is set up to communicate with another computer system, connec-
tivity becomes the sixth system element. In other words, the manner in which the various in-
dividual systems are connected — for example, by phone lines, microwave transmission, or
satellite — is an element of the total computer system.

Software is the term used to describe the instructions that tell the hardware how to perform a
task. Without software instructions, the hardware doesn't know what to do. People, however,
are the most important component of the computer system: they create the computer software
instructions and respond to the procedures that those instructions present.

Digital computers
There are two fundamentally different types of computers: analog and digital. The former type
solver problems by using continuously changing data such as voltage. In current usage, the term
"computer" usually refers to high-speed digital computers. These computers are playing an increasing
role in all branches of the economy.
Digital computers based on manipulating discrete binary digits (1s and 0s). They are generally more
effective than analog computers for four principal reasons: they are faster; they are not so susceptible
to signal interference; they can transfer huge data bases more accurately; and their coded binary data
are easier to store and retrieve than the analog signals.
For all their apparent complexity, digital computers are considered to be simple machines. Digital
computers are able to recognize only two states in each of its millions of switches, "on" or "off", or
high voltage or low voltage. By assigning binary numbers to there states, 1 for "on" and 0 for "off",
and linking many switches together, a computer can represent any type of data from numbers to let-
ters and musical notes. It is this process of recognizing signals that is known as digitization. The real
power of a computer depends on the speed with which it checks switches per second.

From the history of computer viruses

2 November 1988 Robert Morris younger (Robert Morris), a graduate student of an informatics
faculty of Cornwall University (USA) infected a great amount of computers, connected to Internet
network. This network unites machines of university centers, private companies and governmental
agents, including National Aeronautics Space Administration, as well as some military scientific cen-
ters and labs. 4 November the author of the virus - Morris - comes to FBI headquarters in Washington
on his own. FBI has imposed a prohibition on all materials relating to the Morris virus.

22 January 1989 a court of jurors has acknowledged Morris guilty. If denunciatory verdict had
been approved without modification, Morris would have been sentenced to 5 years of a prison and
250.000 dollars of fine. However, Morris' attorney Thomas Guidoboni immediately has lodged a pro-
test and directed all papers to the Circuit Court with the petition to decline the decision of the court...
Finally Morris was sentenced to 3 months of a prison and fine of 270 thousand dollars. Cornwall Uni-
versity carried a heavy loss having excluded Morris from its members. The author had to take part in
the liquidation of its own creation.

It is necessary to differentiate between reproducing programs and Trojan horses. Reproducing
programs will not necessarily harm your system because they are aimed at producing as many copies
(or somewhat-copies) of their own as possible by means of so-called agent programs or without their

help. In the later case they are referred to as "worms".
