Agatha Christie

Dame Agatha Mary Clarissa Christie, Lady Mallowan, DBE (bom Miller; 15 September
1890 - 12 January 1976) was an English writer. She is known for her 66 detective novels and 14
short story collections, particularly those revolving around her fictional detectives Hercule Poirot
and Miss Marpie. Christie also wrote the world's longest-running play, a murder mystery, The
Mousetrap, and six romances under the name Mary Westmacott. In 1971 she was appointed a
Dame Commander ofthe Order of the British Empire (DBE) for her contribution to literature.

Christie was born into a wealthy upper-middle-class family in Torquay, Devon. Before
marrying and starting a family in London, she had served in a Devon hospital during the First
World War, tending to troops coming back from the trenches. She was initially an unsuccessful
writer with six rejections, but this changed when The Mysterious Affair at Styles, featuring
Hercule Poirot, was published in 1920.

During the Second World War she worked as a pharmacy assistant at University College
Hospital, London, during the Blitz and acquired a good knowledge of poisons which featured in
many of her subsequent novels.

In her childhood Agatha Christie was kind of slow-witted and hardly could express her
feelings. When her mother noticed this strange peculiarity of her daughter’s character, she tried
to get her into music.

It worked. She played the piano very well but for the same reason she would never
become a professional pianist. Even small audiences made Christie freeze up when playing the
piano.

Michail Sholokhov

Sholokhov was born on 24.05. 1905 in the Kamenskaya region of Russia, the Kruzhlinin hamlet,
part of stanitsa Veshenskaya, the former Region of the Don Cossack Army. His father was a
member of the lower middle class, at times a farmer, cattle trader, and miller. Sholokhov's
mother came from Ukrainian peasant stock and was the widow of a Cossack. She was illiterate
but learned to read and write in order to correspond with her son. Sholokhov attended schools in
Kargin, Moscow, Boguchar, and Veshenskaya until 1918, when he joined the side of the
revolutionaries in the Russian civil war. He was only 13 years old.

Sholokhov began writing at 17. The “Birthmark”, Sholokhov's first story, appeared when he was
19. In 1922 Sholokhov moved to Moscow to become ajournalist, but he had to support himself
through manual labour. He was a stevedore, stonemason, and accountant from 1922 to 1924, but
he also intermittently participated in writers’ "seminars". His first work to appear in print was the
satirical article “A Test” (1922).

In 1924 Sholokhov returned to VVeshenskaya and devoted himselfentirely to writing. In the same
year he married Maria Petrovna Gromoslavskaia; they had two daughters and two sons.

Charlotte Bronte

Charlotte Bronte was bom in 1816 in a small English town. Charlotte and her sisters, Emily and

Ann, had a very hard life, from early childhood they knew poverty and very hard work.

Charlotte received her education at an orphanage (which she described in her novel Jane Eyre).
After that she worked as a governess and a teacher. The works of Charlotte Bronte, together with
Charles Dickens, William Thackery and Elisabeth Gaskell are considered to belong to the fine
school of English realism of the first halfof the 19th century.

In her works she wrote about the society she lived in and criticized it. Her first novel “The
Professor” was published only after Charlotte’s death. The best novel “Jane Eyre”, published in
1847, is partly biographical. In 1849 the novel “Shirley” was published. The story is about the
Luddits, workers who did not understand that the real enemy of the working class were the
capitalists and aristocrats. They thought that machinery, which they destroyed, was their enemy.

The last novel “Villette” came out in 1853.

Types of Postgraduate Programs
Actually, there are two main types of postgraduate programs: taught and research. What is the
difference'7 How can one define the program type? In taught programs training is mainly carried
out through classroom lectures and practice, seminars, computing and laboratory, coursework
and exams. The work in a research program is the knowledge development. It is usually part of
the educational institution research. The entry criteria and the description are of a great help.
All master’s programs contain the research elements, and there are some combined programs
with taught and research elements, for example, the Doctor of Engineering (DEng). Funded
integrated programs are of special interest. The designation ‘3+I" means an academic year in the
master’s studies and three-year PhD. The conversion courses are intended to change the
students’ research direction according to the new career. That is why these courses are intense
and deep in the new research subject. Program coordinators help everybody to choose the
program. In fact, stand-alone taught postgraduate programs are the first stage in postgraduate
education before obtaining a research degree. In the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland (the UK) there are three levels in taught program: postgraduate certificate
(PGCert), postgraduate diploma (PGDip) or masters (in science - MSc). They are less than a year
and can be either a part of continuing professional development (CPD) or preparation for the
full-time taught program. Sometimes diplomas (MSc Diplomas) are awarded to students
following the masters (full time program during a year, part time program for two years) without
completing the dissertation (20, 000 words). Engineering programs can be achieved both as an
extended period of undergraduate study during a year - M (Eng) or stand-alone one-year
programs for thorough learning the specific area of the discipline - MSc.
In research programs the master’s level for two years is called Master of Research (MRes) or
Master of Philosophy (MPhil). All these programs teach mainly the research skills. PhD is the

highest research
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degree, three years or more. It is much longer, from 7, 000 to 10, 000 words. With PhD one
becomes a leading expert in a certain specialization.
