Some place the em-
phasis on one aspect, some on another but it is generally agreed that the essence of news is topicality.
novelty and general interest. To be news an item of information must have a bearing on the affairs of
the moment. it must be new to those who hear or read it, and it must arouse the interest of a consid-
erable number of those hearers or readers. Items which possess these qualities to a marked degree are
often spoken of as “hard™ news, and are given priority by those who select and arrange the contents
of the paper.

The art of news-gathering calls for a highly developed sense of news values. To acquire this
sense, the journalist must have a wide acquaintance with men and affairs, a sound educational back-
ground and a very considerable stock of general knowledge. For it is only thus that he will be able to
distinguish what is new from what is already known, and what is of topical interest from what is of
little concern to the majority of his readers. And this knowledge he must keep constantly up to date
by being himself an assiduous reader of newspapers and magazines.

In Great Britain there are no official government newspapers. The government does not exer-
cise any official control over the newspaper industry and most of the English newspapers are
very proud of their peculiarities, their individual styles. British newspapers differ from one an-
other. And although every newspaper has a definite profile, they can be classified into two main
groups: quality and popular newspapers.

Quality newspapers are serious, national, daily newspapers, appealing mainly to the upper and
middle classes. They are "Financial Times", "The Times", "The Guardian", "The Daily Telegraph".
"The Daily Telegraph" contains reports on national and international news, gives a full covering
of sports and other topics. "Financial Times" is read mainly by professional and business people
as it contains a comprehensive coverage of industry, commerce and public affairs.

What is Journalism?

A somewhat narrower definition is traditionally applied to the use of the mass media in order
to identify the role of the journalist. In journalism there is an element of timeliness not usually present
in the more leisurely types of writing, such as writing of books. Journalism is a report of things as
they appear at the moment of writing, not a definitive study of a situation! Historically the journalist
has been identified by society as carrying out two main functions: reporting the news and offering in-
terpretation and opinion based on news. A journalist may write an account that is entertaining as well
as newsworthy: but a person who writes for sheer entertainment only, such as some television script
writers, is not a journalist.

Periodical journalism constitutes the oldest and most widely identified area. Periodicals are
printed at regular and stated intervals. To be considered newspapers, periodicals must appear at least
weekly in recognized newspaper format and have general public interest and appeal. Commeonly iden-
tified as “journalists” are the reporters, writers, editors, and columnists who work for newspapers,
press associations and syndicates, news magazines, and other magazines devoted largely to public af-
fairs, such as the Reporier or the New Republic. The print media they serve have been known collec-

tively as “the press”, although many newspapermen reserve that term to their medium.
