However, cach society has a limited amount of
resources from which to provide the goods and services to satisfy these wants. This scarcity of
resources forces every society to make decisions about the following questions:

—How will these goods and services be produced?

—How will the goods and services be distributed?

The answers for every particular country will depend on its priorities. Some countries consider it
very important to be powerful and to feel safe. Other countries are concerned with providing food
and clothing to all inhabitants. The decision that a country make will determine the type of
cconomic system it has. The basic types of economic systems are traditional, command and
market.

Traditional system is the system in which people do things the way they have always done them.
They rely on the same tools and methods used by their parents. There is little or no change in such
systems because most people methods are based on habit, custom and religious belief. Individuals
are not free to make decisions according to what they want to have. Traditional system is not as
widely spread as it was before. Though it is still a major force in some areas on the west coast of
Canada, in Latin America, Africa and Middle East.

In a command system, the basic economic decision of what and how to produce and distribute
15 made by a central authority. The members of the society in the system obey. The central
authority consists of one person or a small group who control factories, equipment and land. This
system is still powerful in China and Cuba and recently our country and the countries of Eastern
Europe operated under strong command systen.

In a market system, the basic cconomic decision is based on the actions of people and business
firms participating in many different markets. A market system produce goods and services that
people are willing to buy and that can bring a profit to the sellers. The inferaction of consumers
and producers makes the system work. US, Canada and Japan are the best examples of this type
of economic system.

BANKS

Banks are organizations that camry out the business of banking, taking deposits and then
using those deposits to make loans. In essence, bank aims to make a profit by paying depositors a
lower rate of interest than the rate that bank charges (o borrowers. In accounting, terms deposits
are considered as a liabilities and loans are considered as an asset.

Banks in the most countries are supervised by a central bank, such as the Bank of England
in the United Kingdom and National Bank in Tajikistan.

There are many different types of banks, and the banking structure varies from one country
to another. Banks can fall into the following categories:

Retail banks are often referred to commercial banks. In addition to conventional banking
services, such as provision of chequing accounts, they deal in foreign exchange, issue credit cards,
provide investment and tax advice, and sell financial products such as insurance.

Merchant or investment banks act as intermediaries between investors and private or public
groups seeking from medium to long-term funds, often acting as underwrites for an issue of shares.
Increasingly they have played a fundamental role in advising on mergers, acquisitions and
management buy-outs. In the United Kingdom, some of best-known merchant banks still are
privately owned.

Building societies were set up in the United Kingdom to take deposits in order to provide
long-term loans to homebuyers. They are owned by their members.

Saving Banks were set up with the aim of attracting small severs. They resemble retail banks
in the services they provide.

Italso important when large sums of money or long periods of time are involved. In such
cases it is advantageous for both parties to express their intentions with reasonable precision in
written form. In thjs way. the agreement can be casily referred to or readily proved if necessary.
The chance of Iater confusion or disagreement is greatly reduced. Neither party can effectively
deny having agreed to particular terms. Also, the process of putting ideas into writing encourages
the parties to anticipate and provide for problems that could arise later Itis usually easier to settle
such matters before cither party signs and while both parties are inclined to compremise in order
to conclude the agreement. Later, each party tends to demand strict performance of the terms. Of
course, whenever appropriate, prudent persons seek the aid of a lawyer in the preparation or review
of important contracts.
