The UN is the result of a long history of efforts to promote international cooperation. In the late 18th
century, German philosopher Immanuel Kant proposed a federation or “league” of the world’s nations.
Kant believed that such a federation would allow countries to unite and punish any nation that commit-
ted an act of aggression. This type of union by nations to protect each other against an aggressor is
sometimes referred to ascollective security. Kant also felt that the federation would protect the rights
of small nations that often become pawns in power struggles between larger countries.

Kant’s idea came to life after World War I (1914-1918).Horrified by the devastation of the war,
countries were inspired to come together and work toward peace. They formed a new organization, the
League of Nations, to achieve that goal. The League would last from 1920 to 1946 and have a total of
63 member nations through its history, including some of the world’s greatest powers: France, the
United Kingdom, Italy, Japan, Germany, and the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics. But the League
had two major flaws. First, several of the world’s most powerful countries were not members, most
notably, the United States. Second, League members proved unwilling to oppose aggression by Japan,
Ttaly, and Germany in the 1930s. This aggression ultimately led to World War II (1939 - 1945). In the
end, the League failed in its most basic mission, to prevent another world war.

We live in an age of international communication. International contacts are on the increase, and as a
result more people than ever, from different backgrounds and cultures and who speak different lan-
guages, find themselves coming together to discuss issues of all kinds - economic, political, legal, cul-
tural, technical. If they are to communicate effectively these people must feel able to express them-
selves in complete confidence that they will be understood by others. This is where conference inter-
preters have an invaluable role to play, facilitating communication between people who speak a differ-
ent language and serving as a bridge between different cultures. A conference interpreter can be self-
employed (free lance) or employed as a permanent or staff interpreter by a national or international
organization in the public or the private sector. The great majority of conference interpreters work free
lance; becoming a staff or permanent interpreter depends on a variety of factors, language combination
being one.

Mr. President,
The General Assembly's choice of a theme for this year is certainly not fortuitous. By adopting the

UN Charter 50 years ago the member states of the organization solemnly declared in the preamble
their determination "to practice tolerance and to live in peace with one another as good neighbors..."

Today we can state with confidence that the Organization has been able within a relatively short
period of history not only to produce substantive norms of international law in the area of human
rights, but also to create a mechanism to monitor implementation by states of their commitments under
agreements in the human rights field. Equally important are the moral and political obligations under-
taken by states in the form of UN declarations and resolutions. Constant implementation of these doc-
uments is designed to prevent situations leading to conflicts and to promote a lessening of tensions.

At first it was a private stock exchange. Currently we have 19 member banks, who are licensed to trade
on the stock exchange and over 30 over-the-counter securities dealers.

Apart from the revenue, we bring to the city of Basel quite a bit, about 15 million Swiss francs. We
form part of the three major Swiss stock exchanges, with Zurich and Geneva. We also have a very im-
portant link with our local industries here in Basel, particularly with pharmaceutical and chemical in-
dustries as well as many others.
