Basics of Economics

The study of the choices people make in an effort to satisfy their wants and needs is called eco-
nomics. Wants and needs refer to people’s desires to consume certain goods and services. In econom-
ic terms, a good is a physical object that can be purchased. A record, a house, and a car are examples
of a good. A service is an action or activity done for others for a fee. Lawyers, plumbers, teachers,
and taxicab drivers perform services.

The people who wish to buy goods and services are called consumers and the goods that they
buy are called consumer goods.

Economists generally classify as needs those goods or services that are necessary for survival. Food,
clothing, and shelter are considered needs. Wants are those goods or services that people consume
beyond what is needed for survival.

The need for making choices arises from the problem of scarcity. A resource is anything that
people use to make or obtain what they want or need. Resources that can be used to produce goods

and services are called factors of production.

The budget is the government's main economic statement of the year. It is a forecast of

revenue and expenditure for the conning year.
In Great Britain the budget is prepared and usually issued in March. In a major speech to Par-
liament, the Chancellor of the Exchequer reviews the nation's economic performance and de-
scribes the government's economic objectives and the economic policies :. intends to follow in
order to achieve them.
