I hope it will keep fine; it seems almost too good
to last."

Or perhaps the day is dull, it is raining a little, the sky is grey, and everyone is wearing a
mackintosh or carrying an umbrella. As the cars and buses go along the street, they splash the
water and mud on the passer§-by.
